During the covid-period
printed version could not be
supplied so we had adopted the
online approach to share with
you latest information. From
this issue, in addition to the softer version,
the printed version will also be available.

During the year 2021 covid-19 continued
to haunt us. This has impacted our
functioning and performance. However, it
is to the credit of the members and to the
staff of EBSR that despite following covid
protocol 1000 mark was crossed to provide
1102 transplantable corner at a very healthy
utilisation rate of 76%. This is a very credit
worthy performance in the above
background.

In the first quarter of this year ,22, we have

begun reasonably well by providing 339
corneas by crossing the 100 mark every
month. However, with the availability of
full staff strength, keeping in view the
potential and the professional approach of
the team there is a lot of scope for
improvement. Therefore, I think providing
at least 450 corneas in a quarter is quite
reasonably attainable. I am happy to note
that during the Vision Workshop members
of our staff were quite charged up to achieve
it. Letus be hopeful.

In our pursuit of adopting innovative
methods with the help of technology to
improve performance recently a Helpline
Number for Eye Donation- 08045813000
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has been acquired. Now a Donor, by calling
on this number, can reach a chapter of his
choice for eye donation or to contact an
official for some information. I am sure this
will facilitate people from different parts of
Rajasthan for eye donation.

EBSR has also adopted a QR code for
transfer of money to EBSR account without
going through the hassle of entering
account number, IFSC code etc. All
members are requested to use this to
encourage donation.

We have also decided to digitise our entire
cornea processing system for which an IT
firm has been engaged. This will mean
monitoring the journey of Cornea Online
from the time of retrieval till it is sent for
transplantation. It will enable putting entire
data on line automatically thus, gradually
reducing/eliminating the voluminous
paperwork.

A professional firm has also been assigned
the work of analysing EBSR data of the last
three years. This will provide us valuable
information about various stakeholders so
as to have authentic information for future
planning.

We have made 5 WhatsApp groups to
associate different stake holder with the
activities of eye bank which will provide
better understanding and harmony with our
beneficiaries.

I hope EBSR will be able to achieve new
heights during the year 2022.

It has been estimated that up to 10 million in
the world people suffer corneal blindness.
Only 100,000 corneal transplants are
performed each year worldwide due to the
lack of access to donor tissue, which has been
described as an international crisis in public
health. For more than 200 years, scientists
have tried to create an artificial cornea.
Corneal blindness may be caused by
accidents or diseases damaging the front of
the eye. When the rest of the eye functions
fully, the cornea is the only part of the eye
needed to restore sight.

Uptill now Patients who are blind or whose
vision is severely impaired wait for many
months to obtain a biological cornea taken
froma cadaver.

It is big breakthrough procedure in medical

science that now, ophthalmologists at
Jerusalem’s Shaare Zedek Medical Centre
(SZMC) " hawesachiceviedWa medicgl
breakthrough with the first implant of the
thinnest 3D cornea made from synthetic
acrylic material whose width is 50 microns
(about 0.002 inches), printed by the Israeli
medical startup EyeYon and attached to the
inside of the patient’s cornea.

Artificial corneas, sometimes called a

keratoprosthesis

The device is a huge step forward for people
with corneal blindness who have rejected
human tissue or who live in areas where
corneal tissue is not readily available.”

Secondly A new approach in ophthalmology
that offers a revolutionary alternative to
corneal transplantation has just been
developed by researchers and clinicians in
North America, Europe, and Oceania.

The results of this multinational project have
been published in the journal Science
Advances dated 30th June, 2020.

Their work has led to an effective and
accessible solution called LiQD Cornea to
treat corneal perforations without the need for
transplantation,”

This is good news for the many patients who
are unable to undergo this operation due to a
severe worldwide shortage of donor corneas

In accordance with the guidelines of the Government
of Rajasthan, the work was completely suspended
from 8th May to 17th June 2021. In remaining period
also, the work was adversely affected due to prevalent
Covid 19 scenario. Despite adverse conditions, the
technicians tried their level best to give excellent
performance. We collected1449 corneas and
transplanted 1102 corneas with a utilization rate of
76.1%. This is the second highest transplant by the
EBSR despite covidl9 pandemic. The highest
transplant was 1437 corneas in the vyear
