I would like to extend my deep appreciation to Shri B.L, Sharma & Shri Laxman Bolia, who have
allowed me to be Sub-Editor of Netra Jyoti.

I am not a newcomer to Netra Jyoti and I value every opportunity of publishing e Netra Jyoti for
last one year.

Corneal blindness accounts for around 1.5 crore blindness in the world with around 46 lakh cases in
India and 35,000 cases being added every year. Prevalence of corneal blindness is increasing every
year due to various causes of corneal blindness like Vitamin A deficiency, injuries (chemical,
accidents, occupational), infections, congenital causes. The annual need of corneal transplantation
to remove the backlog is 2,50,000, but in India only around 50,000 eye donations take place annually
of which around 60% can be used for corneal transplant. Only 25,000 people or 0.3-0.4% of the total
deaths in India, actually donate their eyes every year from where only 50,000 donated eyes are
collected. Every year around 15,000 corneal transplantations take place in india

To save the life of even one person is the most beautiful deed one can perform. Imagine providing a
person the brightness of his/her life by donating your eye .Yes, you can prove to be someone's savior
even after you leave for your heavenly abode; and all you have to do is donate your eyes after your
death. One donor can give vision to four persons.

Worldwide, there are two systems for Eye/ Organ donation:

1. The OPT-IN system: According to this system, if a person consents, then only will his/her organs
be donated after his/her death. If the consent is not provided, it will be assumed that the person did
not want to donate his/her eyes / organs. India currently follows this system.

2.The OPT-OUT system: According to this system, it is presumed that after death, the eyes / organs
of a person which are alright can be donated unless the person has stated otherwise or his/her
family members object.

Globally, there has been a trend in countries to shift from Opt-in system to Opt-out system. In
Belgium, this change doubled the rate of eye/organ donation.

Recommendation:

India should adopt opt-out system as more than 8oo million people in India are considered poor.
Most of them live in the countryside and keep afloat with odd jobs, Education level is low. India
should adopt opt-out system which will increase availability of cornea / eyes. For which The
Transplantation of Human Organ Act, 1994 be amended from opt-in to opt-out system.
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Annual Performance for the year 2021

Covid-19,which started in 2019, continued in this year also. This has very adversely affected our activities.
Despite Covid19 pandemic, we gave our best to cope up with this difficult situation which will be evident from
this report.

Due to Covid19 pandemic, it was difficult to hold meeting with physical presence of the members as there
were strict restrictions on movements. Therefore frequent meetings were held on Virtual media to discuss the
situation arising due to Covid 19 and to take to take appropriate decisions so that the activities of the Eye
Bank Society of Rajasthan can be carried out to the extent possible.

To ensure healthy and safe environment to our employees, the field technicians were trained to use PPE kits
and take other extra precautions, so that they do not get infection during cornea retrieval. They were also
trained to take nasal swab, so that, if need be, they can take nasal swab for covid19 testing.

ANNUAL PERFORMANCE

In accordance with the guidelines of the Government of Rajasthan, the work was completely suspended from
8th May to 17th June 2021. In remaining period also, the work was adversely affected due to prevalent Covid
19 scenario. Despite adverse conditions, the technicians tried their level best to give excellent performance.
We collected1449 corneas and transplanted 1102 corneas with a utilization rate of 76.1%. This is the second
highest transplant by the EBSR despite covid19 pandemic. The highest transplant was 1437 corneas in the
year 2019.Following graph gives month wise performance during 2021:

EBSR Performance-2021
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During month of May and June, our activities were completely stopped and therefore progress during this
period is nearly zero. Although covid 19 situation was prevailing during remaining period also, yet it is
creditable for the technicians that during seven months our transplantable corneas were more than 100.
Moreover during September 2021, we supplied 155 corneas for transplantation which is an all-time record.

Thus Jaipur has contributed 789 corneas (72%); followed by Kota 113 (10%) and Ajmer 98 (8%).
The contribution of the remaining chapters is only 10%.

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CORNEA DISTRIBUTION

We are constantly making efforts to ensure that maximum corneas are utilized in Rajasthan. Due to Covid19
pandemic, corneal transplant was completely stopped in SMS and other Hospitals of Rajasthan for a considerable
period in the current year. Thus, there was substantial reduction in corneas supplied to Government hospitals & private
hospitals and substantial increase (from 28% to 48%) in supply of corneas through Central Distribution System (CDS)
to outside the State for transplant in the year 2021 which is clear from following diagram:

AWARENESS PROGRAMS:

The EBSRregularly organizes programmes to spread about eye donation and to removemisapprehensions amongst
public about eye donation. A highly participative Awareness Fortnight was organized from 25th August 2021 to 8th
September 2021. Awareness Programmes were organized in hospitals, police organisations, schools, colleges,
training institutions, religious bodies, community organizations and social organisations.

Due to Covid19 pandemic, wherever possible programmes were held with physical presence of participants;
otherwise, programmes were held online. In Jaipur, 25 programmes were organized, out of which only 10 were held on
virtual media. Besides the Awareness Fortnight programmes, some online programmes were also organized during
the remaining period of the year.

EBSR NEW CAMPUS

Jaipur Calgary Charitable Eye Hospital and Research Centre permitting the EBSR to construct a building for Eye Bank
in the South-East corner of the JECH premises. Ms. Aayojan was appointed for architecture consultancy of the new
EBSR building.It has prepared the building plans which have been approved by the Executive Committee. The building
plans will have three floors above the ground level. Floor space will be about 12000 sq ft. The plans have been
submitted to the Local Body for approval.
